Forms for choosing days/times for the autumn term will be with you this week. Every day of the week is potentially available including a Friday as long as a sufficient number of children are signed up. Please return forms by Thursday 14th June. Fee Payments from September – Please note that to aid our cash flow and in line with many other pre-schools and nurseries, from September all invoices for fees will need to be paid half termly in advance. You will receive your invoice via email one month before the due date.

A.G.M. – Our Annual General Meeting is next Wednesday (13th June) 8pm at pre-school. Important information on this will follow shortly.
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Leavers – Every year we give P.E bags to our children who are going up to ‘Big School’ and they decorate them for a personal touch. So please bear this in mind as you will not need to buy a P.E bag for them when buying school uniform etc. 
For those going up to Broughton Primary you will have received a letter asking you to choose taster days. As most of those moving up to Broughton Primary attend pre-school on a Monday afternoon they will all be going up for taster sessions on each of those Monday’s unless they are off due to holiday/sickness. They had their first one today, which went really well! Miss Blair asks that the children bring their new blue bookbags to each visit please.
Your child’s Tapestry online Learning Journal will be available for you to download as a PDF after they leave pre-school. Paula will email the parents of leavers with instructions on how to do this at the time.

Dinner Money – For the end of the summer term only we will be asking you to choose your child’s school dinners in advance. All dinners from Monday 2nd July onwards will need to be chosen and paid for by Monday 25th June. Tracy will be asking everyone if they would like to book dinners for this time and will bill you in advance. It will not be possible to have a school dinner from 2nd July onwards if it’s not booked and paid for by 25th June.
Ad hoc hours – Any ad hoc hours for this half term will also need to be paid in cash before the time is taken. Thank you for your cooperation with this, it helps ensure all monies are paid up before the end of the school year. 
Sports Day – This will take place on Tuesday 19th June at 10am.  Please feel free to invite grandparents etc. to cheer the children on. But do please let them know that the main school building is out of bounds. Refreshments will be available during the morning and an adult toilet is available in the pre-school building should the need arise! 
All pre-school children are invited even if they do not usually attend on a Tuesday morning, but you will need to stay too. If your child does not usually attend on a Tuesday please drop them into pre-school at 9.45am before going over to the Acre (school field) to find a seat. All children staying for lunch will need to bring a packed lunch on this day.
For those children who do usually attend on a Tuesday it would be immensely helpful if they could come in a 9.45am too on this day as staff have a lot of setting up to do. However, if Tuesday is your child’s usual day and you need them to be in pre-school before 9.45am please let us know so we can make arrangements for them.
If your child has one, please could they wear their pre-school t-shirt and shorts (any red t-shirt will do if not). Suitable running shoes are essential, so no Crocs, flipflops or sandals please. A sun hat and sunscreen will be needed if the weather is good. We will be practising every day (weather permitting) after half term so suitable running shoes from then up to sports day please.
This event is always hugely popular with the children so please try to come. The children have a wonderful time, receiving stickers for each race plus a medal & certificate at the end.
